Public parks that were out-
sourced to the residents’
welfare associations (EWA)
are in poor shape due to
lack of funds.

The Municipal Corporation
Faridabad (MCF) has handed
over 400 out of the 750 public
parks in the city to the EWAs
of the respective areas. The
MCT is required to pay
maintenance funds in the
range Rs 2-3 per sguare
metre to the RWAs. Even a
budget of nearly two croves
was earmarked by the civic
bady for the purpose,

Even 12 months after the
allocation, the funds are yet
to be release, Ranvir Singh,
member of the Sector § RWA,
said. “The local RWA is
responsible for the upkeep of
seven parks. The association
buys plant saplings, and pays
the wages of malis (garden-
ers) and other stalf from its
